IRWD currently uses an at-large method to elect the members of its Board of Directors.
The at-large method allows voters from the entire service area to elect each of the five members
of the Board of Directors. A by-division method divides a service area into separate divisions
and allows the voters in each division to elect a member of the Board of Directors. Additional
information on IRWD’s evaluation of by-division elections and the public hearing may be
obtained by contacting Leslie Bonkowski, District Secretary at (949)453-5312 or on the IRWD
Web site located at www.irwd.com/about-us/district-election-evaluation-process.
