California native corner
Juan’s March plant: California milkweed

There are many varieties of California milkweed to use in our landscape, but it is best to
use those that are adapted to our Southern California climate. Asclepias californica is
native from Baja, California, to the foothills of the Sierras. It is a flowering perennial with
wooly and white leaves and stems, boasting deep pink to magenta flowers that hang
plentifully. Milkweeds are a host plant to many birds and insects, including monarch
butterflies, whose caterpillars feed exclusively on milkkweed leaves. Learn more at
CalScape.org and CalScape.org/planting-guide.php.
