conditions and space for the
plant to grow. This is best done

in late fall or early spring, when plants are less active and seasonal
rains can promote root growth. Start by pruning the shrub’s lower
branches and tying up the rest to avoid damage in transport. Keep
a nice-sized root ball when digging it out, and water it well after
planting, adding mulch to the area.
